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Personal Property Policy AND/OR the Department’s Claims for Property Damage and 
Medical Expenses policy.  

Where students bring a mobile phone to school, Hampton Park Primary School will provide 
secure storage. Secure storage is storage that cannot be readily accessed by those without 
permission to do so. At Hampton Park Primary School students are required to hand their 
phones into the school administration office at the beginning of the day, to be placed in a 
secure area. 

Enforcement 
Students who use their personal mobile phones inappropriately at Hampton Park Primary 
School may be issued with consequences consistent with our school’s existing student 
engagement polices Student Wellbeing and Engagement and/or Code of Conduct or Bullying 
policies.  
 
At Hampton Park Primary School inappropriate use of mobile phones is any use during 
school hours, unless an exception has been granted, and particularly use of a mobile phone: 

¶ in any way that disrupts the learning of others  

¶ to send inappropriate, harassing, or threatening messages or phone calls 

¶ to engage in inappropriate social media use including cyber bullying 

¶ to capture video or images of people, including students, teachers, and members of 

the school community without their permission 

¶ to capture video or images in the school toilets, changing rooms, swimming pools 

and gyms 

¶ during exams and assessments 

 

Exceptions  

Exceptions to the policy: 

¶ may be applied during school hours if certain conditions are met, specifically, 

o Health and wellbeing-related exceptions; and 
o Exceptions related to managing risk when students are offsite. 

¶ can be granted by the Principal, or by the teacher for that class, in accordance with 
the Department’s Mobile Phones — Student Use Policy.

The three categories of exceptions allowed under the Department’s Mobile Phones — 
Student Use Policy are: 

1. Learning-related exceptions
